Potting mix & newspaper
Fertilizer & gloves
Watering can & shovel

STEP1
Find a position for your box which will get
the morning sunlight. It is best to put the bo
on a table at waist height to avoi
unnecessary bending.

STEP 2
Line the box with newspaper to hold the soil.

STEP 3
Put the gloves on. Empty the bag of Pottin
Mix into the box and spread evenly.

STEP 4
Plant your tomato seedling in the front le

hand corner of the box.

Plant your 2 silverbeet seedlings side by sid
in the back right hand corner of the box.

Give the plants a good water and wash yo
hands thoroughly.

STEP9
Continue to water the plants evefy gay, or
more frequently if the soil is dry.

STEP 10
Fertilise after 2 weeks and continue tc
fertilise every 2 weeks. Dilute Yeapful of
fertilizer in 5 litres of water and pour over
plants.
